In the races 800m freestyle there will be only two heats. Swimmers that have the fastest eight times 

on entry list will swim in afternoon finals (fastest heat) and swimmers with entry times 9. -16. will 

swim in morning qualifications (slower heat). 

 

**  

In the races 400m individual medley and 400m freestyle will be only three heats. Swimmers that 

have fastest eight times on entry list will swim in afternoon finals (fastest heat) and swimmers with 

entry times 9. – 24. will swim in morning qualifications (slower heats). 

 

*** 

The 8x50 freestyle relay (4F+4M) is swimmed by 4 male and 4 female swimmers of any age group 

and in their own order. A team may enter a maximum of two relays. 

 

**** 

KNOCKOUT is swimmed by 8 fastest swimmers separately in female and male category which is 

defined by final race in 50m freestyle. In KNOCKOUT race after every 50m two slowest swimmers 

are out from the race, except last race where only one swimmer is out. The next race starts every

 Three female and three male swimmers with highest score of points in four individual results races 

in JUNIOR or JUNIOR 1 category will be awarded with the sponsor gifts 

 

 Every winner of FINAL “A” race, male & female will be awarded with money prize of €30. 

 

 First three placed relays will receive trophy cups, and the teams will receive €300 for first place,        

€200 for second place and €100 for third place. 

 

 Winner of KNOCKOUT race will be awarded with €200

Teams entering swimmers for races with limited number of heats will be notified by e-mail if one of their 
swimmers is not in defined quota (400m freestyle 3 HEATS, 400m individual medley 3 HEATS, and 
800m freestyle 2 HEATS).  

Their team will have the opportunity to register a swimmer for a different event in the next 24 hours.

The competition will be held according to the rules of FINA and in accordance with the 

General rules of Croatian swimming federation and these rules. 

Start lists and heats are formed based on the times on the entry list in each event. 

 

The ranking in the JUNIOR 1 (C) age group is determined according to the results achieved 

in the qualification program in the morning session. 

The ranking in the age group JUNIORS and OPEN is determined according to the results 

achieved in the finals „A“ and finals „B“ program in the evening session. 

The finals "A" is open to all competitors. The final "B" is for the JUNIOR & JUNIOR 1 group. 

The results achieved in the final "A” for the ranking in the open and junior age group have 

priority over the "B" final. 

Victory ceremony for all age groups will be held in the evening session. 

 

The competition organization disclaims any responsibility for injury or damage for whatever reason. 

The team’s representative confirms by submitting the entry file that all swimmers are fit to compete 

and have a medical attest confirming their fitness. Swimmers compete at their own risk. 

Participating teams, competitors, judges and technical support of the competition are obliged to follow
