It starts only on one side of the pool, after the race the winners return to the spot at the start of the "Skins 
race". 
The best 8 swimmers according to the time swimming in the 50 discipline will freely qualify for the skin 
race that will take place at the end of the Fourth part of the final races. 
There are three 50m freestyle races with a 4 minute break between races. 
The first race is started by 8 swimmers, the second race is started by the 4 fastest swimmers from the first 
race, in the last race the 2 fastest swimmers from the previous race start.
